. Backgr ound

In 1981, the President established the Emergency Mbbilization
Prepar edness Board (EMPB), and charged it to devel op national
policy and programs to inprove energency preparedness. These
efforts included ensurin? that our Nation is prepared to respond
nedically to all types of nass casualty energencK situations,

whet her froma natural or man-nmade di saster in this country or
from United States mlitary casualties being returned from an
overseas convential conflict. Thus evolved the National Disaster
Medi cal System hereinafter referred to as the “NDMS". At the
Federal level, the NDMS is a cooperative joint venture of the

Department of Defense, Federal Emergency Managenent Agency,
Veterans Adm nistration and the Departnment of Health and Human

Services. The administrative |ead agency for this systemis the
Department of Health and Human Servi ces.

The NDVS is designed to care for victins of any incident that
exceed the medicalcapability of an affected State, region or

Federal nedical care system

As part of its participation in the NDV5, the Department of
Heal th and Huw... Services, U'S. Public Health Service, has .
organi zed two NDVS/ PHS O earing-Staging Units (hereinafter
referred to as the NDVS/ PHS Units.

I'l. Purpose

The purpose of this Menorandum of Understanding (MOU) is to
provide for formal joint training activities beneficial to the
stated mssion of each Party. This MOUw I formalize existing
agreenments between both Parties for current and future planned
training activities and provi de a nechani sm whereby future
interactions maybe nore readily accommodat ed.

The substance of the MOU involves a training function only and
may not be interpreted as a commtnent of resources, by either
Party, for purposes other than those of training, as delineated
within this document and as agreed upon byboth Parties.
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For purposes of this MW, it is recognized that each Party has
designated assets, resources and characteristics which when
shared serve to benefit both Parties. To enhance this
relationship, each Party has identified and agreed to pursue :
areas of common interest to assist in neeting their individua
m ssi ons.

These are as foll ows:
| Maryl and Arny National Quard shall

A. Identify a liaison officer from the Headquarters,
Maryl and State Area Command, responsible for

mai ntai ni ng conmuni cations with the designated NDVS/ PHS

Clearing-Staging 'Units On subjects related to the
m ssion of each of the Parties.

B. Provi de resources, where available and appropriate,
consistent with schedul ed exercises and training which
support the mssion of both parties.

C. Provide consultation and training in areas, where prior

agreenment has been obtained, that pronote the:
devel opment of inproved capabilities for the NDMS/PHS

Units.

D. Act as a resource for identifying

educati onal / operati onal oppertunities for NDMS/ PHS Uni t

menbers, such as joint training opportunities which
enhance the capabilities of both parties.

E. The Maryland Arny National CGuard, its agents and
enpl oyees are in no way liable for death, injury, or
damage to personal property incurred by any NDVB/ PHS

Unit trainees or participants in joint exercises, while

engaged in training or during participation in
exerci ses.

F. Arrange with MIlitary installation comranders to permt

NDVS/ PHS students and exercise participants access to

such installations and use of facilities thereon at the

participants' own expense.

Il.  National Disaster Medical Systenm Public Health Service
Cearing-Staging Units shall

A | dentify a liaison officer fromthe NDMS/2HS Units
responsi bl e for maintaini ng comuni cations with the
desi gnat ed personnel fromthe Headquarters, Maryl and
State Area Conmand on subjects related to this
Menor andum of Undecrstanding.



B. Assure that mutually agreed upon health care and
preventive medicine resources associated with training
exercises or other activities are provided to the
Headquarters, Maryland state .area Conmand in a nmanner
consistent with prior agreenents.

C. Provi de, upon official request and where avail able and
appropriate, instructors/trainers consistent with the
identified needs of the requester.

D. Provi de, upon official request and where available and
appropriate, consultation to the Maryland State Area
Command or units under its command on subjects
related to the nedical nission. Course topics,
materials provided and scheduling to be nutually agreed
upon by both Parti es.

E. Provi de appropriate participation in the planning and
on-site supervision of NDVS/ PHS personnel during joint
exerci ses.

F. Ensure that exercise participants and trainees are in
general |y 3ood health to participate in the exercises
and related activities.

G Ensure that all non-federal NDVS/ PHS trainees and
exercise participants are U.S. citizens and at | east 18
years of age in order for themto participate in
-activities covered by this Menorandum of Understanding.

This Menorandum acknow edges that both Parties are obligated to
carry out their primary mssions as defined by their respective
organi zations.  Shoul d requested activities under tHis Menmorandum
conflict wth or inhibit the achievement of the primry m ssion
of either Party, the dictates of the primary mssion wll take
precedence and such action will not be considered a breach of the
Menor andum

Thi s Menorandum addresses the principles of the interface between
the NDVMS/PHS Units and the Headquarters, Maryland State Area
Command, and does not incorporate any fiscal conmtnents between
the two designated parties.

Duration of Agreenent

Thi s Menorandum of Understandi ng shall take effect when signed by
both parties and shall endure until term nated by one of the
parties. Participation in this agreenent may be term nated by
either party follow ng 30 days advance witten notice to the
other party.
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It is expressly agreed that this witten statementenbodies the
entire agreement of the parties regarding the affiliation, and no
ot her agreenents exist between the parties except as herein

expressly set forth.

This Menorandum may be nodified by witten Anendments thereto,
signed by both Parti es.
