Subject:  UMBC College Credit for the DMAT Core Modules

The University of Maryland, Baltimore County (UMBC) offers 3 college credits for completing the DMAT Core Modules of the NDMS Response Team Training Program (http://ndms.umbc.edu/) as part of 'EHS 281' entitled "Introduction to Disaster Medical Response".  Here is how you can receive these 3 college credits as you complete the DMAT Core Modules:

Eight Easy Steps:

1. Apply to UMBC as a Non-Degree Seeking Student (see http://www.umbc.edu/undergrad/a_nondegree.html).
2. Submit a $50 nonrefundable application fee to UMBC, along with any Prior college transcripts (they need not be marked 'official').
3. Wait for an acceptance letter from UMBC (this takes approximately 2 to 3 working days).
When you receive your acceptance letter from UMBC, send Professor Bruce Walz (walz@umbc.edu) an email stating your intent to register for EHS 281.
4. Register for EHS 281 (see http://www.umbc.edu/registrar/F04registrationproc.html).
Pay your UMBC tuition, if any*.
5. Complete the DMAT Core Modules, if you have any remaining modules to complete.
6. Professor Walz will then provide you with a case study, which you will need to satisfactorily complete and return to him.

*In-state tuition status is available to PHS-1 DMAT members who are Maryland residents, and to PHS-1 DMAT members who are full-time active member of the U.S. Armed Forces who are stationed in Maryland (or the spouse or a financially dependent child of such a person).  In-state tuition plus fees for this 3 credit course is $946, and out-of-state tuition plus fees for this 3 credit course is $1879 (see http://www.umbc.edu/undergrad/costs.html).  Those PHS-1 DMAT members who are enrolled as full-time students at any of the University of Maryland schools will not be charged for this course if they first complete an 'Intercampus Enrollment Form' and get it signed by their advisor before registering for EHS 281.  All tuition questions should be directed to UMBC.

Please keep in mind that EHS 281 is relatively new, so if you enroll, you may be one of its first graduates.  Also, there is uncertainty about
UMBC contract renewal for the DMAT Core Modules.  Therefore, if the UMBC contract is not renewed after 31-DEC-2004, EHS 281 may cease to be offered (in other words, this could be your last opportunity to take EHS 281).  All EHS 281 questions should be directed to Professor Bruce Walz (walz@umbc.edu).

Please also keep in mind that even if you do not take EHS 281 through UMBC, you are still required to complete the DMAT Core Modules
