PHS-1 DMAT Billet Addendum

CCPM Pamphlet, Spring 1998, page 68, section F
"The following officers <annually attached and transmitted> in the Commissioned Corps of the Public Health Service (PHS) are assigned to a Disaster Medical Assistance Team (DMAT) that is administered under the aegis of the Office of Emergency Preparedness, Office of Public Health and Science, Department of Health and Human Services.

Officers assigned to the DMAT are subject to temporary duty assignments to provide clinical and other health care services in times of national or international emergency that require Federal health and medical assistance.  In addition, these officers engage in training programs to prepare for deployment under emergency circumstances.

While engaged in PHS‑supported training duties or performing temporary duty assignments during emergencies, PHS commissioned officers assigned to the DMAT employ their skills and special training as health professionals.  Thus, PHS officers assigned to the DMAT are functioning within the scope of their official duties and this statement is incorporated by reference as part of the PHS billet."

For federal civilians (but NOT CO’s), overtime pay may be possible when that overtime is incurred as a part of participation on the PHS-1 DMAT during emergencies that are funded through a FEMA mission assignment.
